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The Enlightenment of Aesthetic Perspective on the Design of Rural Public Space Environment

under the Background of “Beautiful Countryside” Construction
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Abstract: Under the background of the construction of " beautiful countryside" , the rural public space, as the key field of
rural civilization, should also pay attention to the improvement of its environment. This paper first describes the construction
background and current situation of rural public space in China, and probes into the problems existing in space design, space
vitality, cultural atmosphere, and public participation of rural public space. Secondly, from the perspective of rural aesthetics,
it analyzes the collision of classical aesthetics and modern aesthetics, and their inspiration and influence on the construction of
rural public space. Finally, from the perspective of aesthetics, the optimization path of beautiful rural public space design is
summarized ; scientific layout, space empowerment, cultural atmosphere creation and opinion adoption, which provides a
reference for the environmental design of rural public space.
